Scoring Cheat Sheet
I. TEAM POINTS

A. TWENTY POINTS EARNED

1. Each correct answer is worth 20 points.

2. All toss-up questions are worth 20 points.

3. An error on a toss-up question results in a bonus question.
4. All bonus questions (1-16) are worth 20 points. 

B. TEN POINTS EARNED

1. When the third, fourth, or fifth quizzer on the same team jumps and correctly answers a question in the same quiz, a 10-point team bonus is awarded. This bonus does not add to the individual’s personal score.
2. All bonus questions (17-xx) are worth 10 points.

C. TEN POINT DEDUCTIONS

1. Beginning on question 17, 10 points will be deducted for each team error.

2. Two errors made by the same quizzer will be a 10-point team and individual deduction.

3. The third team error and each subsequent error will constitute a deduction of 10 points from the team score.

4. For every three team fouls, 10 points will be deducted from the team score. 
5. Ten points are deducted for a team's second overruled challenge and each subsequent overruled challenge.

6. Never will more than 10 points be deducted from the team score for a single infraction (error, foul, or overruled challenge).
7. No points are deducted for errors on bonus questions.
D. Tie breakers:

If, at the end of a quiz, there is a tie between two or more teams, additional questions in sets of three (with bonus questions continuing the same as the previous question) will be asked until:

a. the tie is broken at the end of a three question set, or

b. 2 sets of questions have been asked and there is still a tie.

In the event of a tie at the end of the tiebreaker questions, during normal quizzing the team with the least number of errors will win the tiebreaker. In a tournament situation, we will continue with sets of three questions until there is a definitive winner. 

E. TEAM PLACEMENT POINTS

Team placement points for determining positions shall be awarded as follows:

1. First Place: 10 points, plus 1 point for each 10 points over 100.

2. Second Place: 5 points, plus 1 point for each 10 points over 60.

3. Third Place: 1 point, plus 1 point for each 10 points over 30.

4. In case of a tie, points are awarded according to the team score at the end of question 20.

2-Team quizzes:
A quiz between only two teams:
· has 15 questions total,

· errors on questions 1 - 11 result in a bonus on the next numbered question,

· errors on question 12 and after will result in an “A” bonus question of the same number,

· bonus questions answered correctly on questions 1 - 12 are worth 20 points,

· bonus questions answered correctly on questions 13 and on are worth 10 points, and

· error points begin on question 13.

II. INDIVIDUAL POINTS

A. POINTS EARNED

1. Each correct answer is worth 20 points.

2. All toss-up questions are worth 20 points.

3. Four correct answers by a quizzer, without error, earns a 10-point individual bonus.

4. No individual points are added for bonus questions answered.

5. No individual points are added for questions answered during overtime

B. POINTS DEDUCTED

1. When a quizzer makes a second error within a quiz 10 points are deducted from his individual score. An additional 10 points are deducted for his third error.

1. Three individual fouls will result in a 10 point individual deduction.

2. Individual points are not deducted when a quizzer makes an error during error point deductions (questions 17-20) unless it is his second or third individual error.

5. No individual points are deducted for errors on bonus questions.

6. No individual points are deducted for questions error on during overtime.

Overall responsibilities and tips for scorekeepers:
1. Keep score legibly and consistently. This makes the statistician happy, and we like a happy statistician.
a. Use a dark pencil so you can cleanly erase corrections.

b. Avoid any extraneous markings.
2. Announce the score often. At least every 5 questions is a good rule of thumb.

3. When you announce the score, verify that the coaches have the same score.
4. Fill in each quizzer’s individual score (even if it’s 0), as well as team raw score and team points.
5. Have the winning team take the score sheet to the stats room.
